AREA QUALIFICATION



Area Qualification

ÅStatutes require areas meet one of three qualifying 

standards:

- population

- subdivision

- land use

ÅCamp Stewart South meets two (subdivision and 

land use) standards

ÅNeed not meet population standard

ÅSince 2001, majority (2/3) of areas qualified under 

just one standard

ÅQualification is spelled out in Annexation Reports 

(Appendix A)



Area Qualification

Fast facts:

ÅCedarbrook Acres would qualify without rest of Camp 

Stewart South 

ÅCamp Stewart South would not qualify without 

Cedarbrook Acres 

ÅExcluding Cedarbrook Acres while annexing Camp 

Stewart South would violate City annexation policy re. 

ñcompletely encompassingò an unincorporated area

ÅCity policy states annexation areas neednôt ñpay for 

themselvesò  (ñAn area will be considered for annexation 

without regard to City revenues or costs arising from 

annexationò)



Public Water & Wastewater Services

Basic Services:

ÅInstall fire protection (hydrants) within 750 feet (NC 

requires 1,000 feet) of every existing residence 

ÅConstruct sewer pipe to low point of each public 

street in annexed area.

Requested Services:

ÅCitizens not required to connect to water or sewer 

lines and no fees collected until citizen requests 

service. 



Project Route Selection

Water and wastewater (sewer) pipe installation 

will be determined by:

ÅCurrent & future needs for creek basin and 

neighborhoods

ÅProximity to other existing utilities

ÅEffective service for customers

ÅMinimizing impacts to properties, trees, 

traffic & unique community issues

New Connections

ÅA connection fee is the actual cost of installing a tap 

from the public pipe to your property. A capacity fee 

pays for a new customerôs impact on the overall 

water and sewer system.

ÅThe service line from your house to the tap is your 

responsibility, and installation of the service line 

must be according to Mecklenburg County plumbing 

codes. 

ÅThe connection fee is approximately10% less for 

citizens that apply prior or during construction.  



Current Connection Fees *

Residential

ÅWater

- $2,180 for existing mains

- $2,006 during main construction

ÅSewer

- $4,120 for existing street mains

- $3,882 during construction of street main
