DETAILS OF APPROVED PROJECT: Concrete Driveway & Sidewalks. This project is repaving the current 

driveway, front sidewalk and secondary front walkway. The driveway is located along the left side of the 

structure and will have a planting strip, of no less than 6"-12" wide, between the driveway and house. The 

driveway will be carriage strips, with a grass center, and will extend to the existing gate with smooth 

concrete thereafter. The driveway will be no wider than 8'-0" and will no longer curve, allowing for a 6"-12" 

wide space between the driveway and property line. The front existing sidewalk (S' -0"x 48' -0") will be 

repaved with smooth concrete in the same design and dimension as existing. The side walkway, connecting 

the driveway to the front walk, will be repaved with smooth concrete, no wider than 3'-0", in the same 

design as existing. See exhibit labeled "Driveway-July 2019"
