DETAILS OF APPROVED PROJECT:  Landscaping; After-the-fact. Tree Re-planting. This project is for the replanting 
of a tree on the right-side front of the property and the replanting of grass in the front yard. The original tree on 
the right-side front of the property and the grass on the entire front of the property were removed without a 
Certificate of Appropriateness (COA). Grass will be replanted to replace the gravel in the entire front yard and a 
new tree for the right-side front will be selected from the approved plant species, large maturing canopy tree list 
as outlined in the Charlotte Land Development Standards Manual (CLDSM) and included in the attached exhibit. 
The replacement tree should be approximately 2”-3” caliper in size and planted during the next replanting season.  
This approval does not include the left-side tree removal at this time. See attached exhibits labeled ‘Site Plan– 
September 2019’ and ‘Excerpt from Charlotte Land Development Standards Manual’ (3 pages).
