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APPENDIX

DEFINITIONS, EXPLANATIONS AND SOURCES
SOCIOECONOMIC PROFILE

The data in the section of the report was taken from the 1990 Census of Population and Housing and the 1990 Census of General
Social and Economic Characteristics.

POPULATION
Total Population- The total number of people living in a neighborhood.

Black Population- Total number of persons who are Negro, African American, Afro-American, Black Puerto Rican, Jamaican,
Nigerian, West Indian, or Haitian living in a neighborhood.

Children under 18- Includes the total number of children living in a neighborhood who are seventeen years old or younger.

Elderly, 65 & Qver- Total number of people living in a neighborhood who are 65 years old and older.
HOUSEHOLDS
Total Households- Total number of households in the neighborhood. A household includes all persons who occupy a housing

unit. A housing unit is a house, an apartment, a mobile home, a group of rooms, or a single room that is occupied as separate
living quarters. Because this is complete count data, the total household count is different from the number given for total
households under the income category.

One Person Head- Total number of households in the neighborhood in which only one person is designated as the head of the
household. This person could be male or female.

Married With Children- Total number of households where the man and woman live together, are legally married and their
children live in the same house with them.

Female Head With Children- Total number of households in a neighborhood that are headed by a female with children and they
live in the same house. There is no husband or adult male living in the house.

Households With No Vehicle- Total number of households in a neighborhood where no passenger car, van, truck or other vehicle
is kept at home and available for use by household members.

CRIME

This information was provided by the Charlotte Mecklenburg Police Department. For various reasons, (such as the boundaries
of the neighborhood being too small), crime data for each neighborhood could not be compiled. The Police Department combined
some areas and crime statistics were reported for the combined areas. In these cases, Planning staff assigned the same data to
each neighborhood to have crime statistics for each neighborhood. This was done for the following neighborhoods:

Jackson Park, Capitol Drive, Ponderosa/Wilmont, Boulevard Homes, Pinecrest, Reid Park, West Boulevard, Dalton
Village, Wilmore and Revolution Park. Crime statistics for each of the these neighborhoods are somewhat exaggerated.

Total Offenses- Total number of illegal acts or offenses committed in a neighborhood.
Drug Arrests- Total number of arrests made in a neighborhood that were drug related i. e. trafficking, purchasing or using.

Violent Offenses- Total number of violent acts (homicides, rapes, robberies/armed and strong armed, and aggravated assaults)
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committed in a neighborhood.

Rate Per Thousand- The rate or frequency of occurrences of a particular type of crime for every 1,000 residents that live in a
neighborhood. For example, a neighborhood's crime rate per 1,000 for drug arrests is 7.11. This means that for every 1,000
residents in the neighborhood there were approximately 7 arrests made.

EDUCATION

Adults, 25 and Over- The total number of adults that are at least 25 years old or older that live in a neighborhood.

High School Graduates- The total number of persons in the neighborhood who received either a high school diploma or the
equivalent, for example passed the General Educational Development (G. E. D.), and did not attend college.

College Graduates- The total number of persons in the area that attended college and received some type of formal college level
degree.

OCCUPATIONS

Adults in Labor Force- Total number of adults (persons 18 years or older) in a neighborhood in the labor force. Labor force

includes all persons classified as employed or unemployed plus members of the U.S. Armed Forces.

White Collar Jobs- Includes the total number of persons employed in managerial, professional, technical, sales and administrative
work.

Blue Collar Jobs- Includes the total number of persons employed in services, production, transportation, laborers, and household
(domestic) work.

Unemploved- Includes total persons 16 years old and over who are currently not working and/or are available to accept a job.
Income

Total Households- An estimated number of households in the neighborhood. The total household number for this category of
information is estimated based upon a sample number of households that were interviewed by the census bureau. This count
is different from the complete count figure given in the household section on the first page of the neighborhood profile.
This section also includes a count of the households with incomes within various income ranges. Household income includes the
income of everyone in the household 15 years old or over whether related or unrelated.

Families Below_ Poverty- Includes the total number of families in a neighborhood with incomes below the poverty level as
determined by the U. S. Census Bureau. The average poverty threshold for a family of four persons was $12,674 in 1989.

Households On Public Assistance- Includes the number of households receiving public assistance. Public assistance income
includes (1) supplementary security income payments made by the Federal or State welfare agencies to low income persons who
are aged (65 years old or older), blind or disabled; (2) aid to families with dependent children, and (3) general assistance.
Separate payments received for hospital or other medical care (vendor payments) are excluded from this item.

Female Households Below Poverty- Total number of households in the neighborhood headed by a single female where the
household income is below the poverty threshold.

PHYSICAL PROFILE/COMMUNITY RESOURCES

This information was obtained from a variety of sources. The land use data was taken from the County's Tax Assessor's Office
Tax Files; Housing Characteristics from the 1990 Census; Community Appearance, Infrastructure, Community Facilities
Community Resources Committed, Neighborhood Organizations and Neighborhood Questionnaires were taken from field surveys,
information submitted by various departments or from neighborhood leaders.
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LLAND USE

Tota] Acreage- Includes the total amount of land or acreage in a neighborhood.

Single Family- Includes all land or acreage being used for a single dwelling unit.

Multi-Family- Includes all land ér acreage used for one or more dwelling units.

Business- Includes all land or acreage used for retail trade and services.

Industrial- Includes all land or acreage used for wholesale trade and manufacturing.

Office- Includes all land or acreage used for finance, real estate, insurance, and professional services.
Vacant- Includes all undeveloped land or acreage.

Recreational- Includes all land or acreage used for a public park, open space, golf course, and/or land devoted to any other public
or private recreational use.

Institutional- Includes all land or acreage used for governmental, religious, medical or other similar type uses.
Housing Characteristics

Total Units- Includes the total number of houses, apartments, mobile homes or trailers, group of rooms or a single room in the
neighborhood. Both occupied and vacant housing units are included in the total.

Qccupied Housing Units- Includes the total number of units in the neighborhood with a person or persons living in them.
Vacant Housing Units- Includes all unoccupied units in a neighborhood.
Owner-Occupied Housing Units- Includes all units in a neighborhood where the owner or co-owner lives in the units.

Renter-Occupied Housing Units- Includes all units in the neighborhood that are not owned by the person or persons living in the
units.

Boarded-Up Units- Includes all units in the neighborhood that are vacant and the windows and doors are covered by wood, metal,
or masonry to protect the interior and to prevent entry into the housing units.

Housing Value Less Than $50,000- Includes the total number of housing units in which the total value of the structure is estimated
to be less than $50,000.

COMMUNITY APPEARANCE

Vacant/Overgrown Lots- Includes the total number of undeveloped lots in a neighborhood that are overgrown as determined by
City ordinance.

Repeat Violations- Includes total number of properties in a neighborhood that have been cited more than once for litter, trash,
junk cars or other related violation.

leanli Rating- Includes an overall assessment of how litter free the streets are in a neighborhood. The ratings are
as follows: Excellent, Good and Poor.

Excellent- No litter in the streets.

Good- Only a moderate amount of litter in the streets.
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Poor- Heavy litter accumulation in the streets.
Abandoned/Junked Cars- Includes the total number of junked cars parked along the streets or in yards that are inoperable.
Bulk Item Pick-Ups- Includes the total number of times large bulk items have been picked up in a neighborhood.

Number of Litter Violations- Includes the number of properties in a neighborhood that have been cited specifically for some type
of litter violation.

Inadequate Trash Containers- Includes the number of properties or residences that don't have the proper trash receptacle or
container to dispose of trash and garbage.

INFRASTRUCTURE
Total Streets- Includes an estimated total number of streets in a neighborhood.

Storm Drainage Rating- Includes an overall assessment or ranking of storm drainage facilities in a neighborhood. The drainage
ratings are based on need. A neighborhood could receive a rating of high, medium or fow.

High Priority- Storm water runoff is causing excessive ponding of water. This ponding of water is occurring in the street and
yard spaces of residential properties. In some cases, ponding has made the streets impassable during times of heavy rain. Severe
erosion is occurring within the open drainage ways, and the area lacks an adequate drainage system or no system at all. Possible
flooding of residential structures is also occurring.

Medium Priority- Stormwater runoff creates ponding of water in the street and in the yards. The ponding that is occurring does
not make the streets impassable, nor are any residential structures in danger of flooding. Erosion of the drainage way is evident.
The drainage systems within the street right-of-way generally are nonexistent in the majority of the area, or those systems are
in place are of inadequate size to handle the storm water runoff.

Low Priority- Some ponding of storm water runoff is occurring. There exists mainly a need for curb and gutter along the streets
to channel the runoff into adequate drainage systems. Small amounts of erosion is occurring and there is no flooding of
structures.

Streets Without Sidewalks- Includes the percentage of streets in the neighborhood that don't have sidewalks.
Streets Without Curbs and Gutters- Includes the total number of streets in the neighborhood where no curb or gutter is present.
COMMUNITY FACILITIES

This information consists of an inventory of the number of public and private facilities such as schools, libraries, fire departments
etc. School facilities were counted if they were actively being used for a school or an administrative use.

COMMUNITY RESOURCES COMMITTED/TARGETED

Adopted Area Plan- Includes all land use plans that have been prepared by the Planning Commission and adopted by the City
Council for a neighborhood.

Neighborhood Reinvestment- City program specifically designated for neighborhoods within Route 4. These funds are principally
used for infrastructure improvements (i.e. streets, sidewalks, curbs, gutters, and storm drainage).

Innovative Housing Fund- City program used to fund various housing projects. This money is usually used to leverage private
sector investments to develop affordable housing for low and moderate income people. The monies are administered by the
Community Development Division of Neighborhood Development Key Business.

Area Plan Funds- Fund established to help implement adopted area plans. The funds are administered by the Planning
Commission and used to pay for physical improvements identified in area plans.
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Neighborhood Investment- Program for selected neighborhoods to fund minor beautification projects like community gardens,
landscaping projects and others. This program is administered by the Community Improvement Division of Solid Waste Key
Business.

NEIGHBORHOOD ORGANIZATIONS

T rganizations- Includes all organized associations or groups in a neighborhood that are registered with the Planning
Commission.
Neighborhood Qrganizations- Includes total number of tenant or homeowner organizations in the neighborhood registered with

the Planning Commission.

Community Development Corporation- Includes total number of legally incorporated organizations that have 501 (C3) tax status
and includes CDC in the name of the organization.

Merchant Association- Includes total number of business organizations in the neighborhood or that serve the neighborhood.

Other Organizations- Includes other organizations that a neighborhood may be a part of such as the Villa
Heights/Belmont/Optimist Park Coalition.
