BMPs must
be designed and constructed in accordance with the N.C. Department of Environment and Natural
Resources (NCDENR) Best Management Practices Manual, April 1999, Section 4.0 (Design Standards
shall be met according according fo the City of Charlotte Best Management Practices Manual, when
available).
