The site plan accompanying this petition contains the following provisions:
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e Up to 23,800 square feet of building area utilizing the existing building and new construction
in two phases.

e Uses limited to general and medical offices, child and adult day care, adult care homes, retail,
banks, commercial, and restaurant uses.

e Hotels, convenience stores, gasoline sales, and restaurants with drive-in windows not
permitted.

e New buildings constructed of at least 75 percent brick, stone, and or masonry.

e Access from Monroe Road and Nolley Court.

e Preservation of existing trees along Monroe Road.

This parcel is also within the plan boundaries for the Independence Boulevard Area Plan
