(“Petitioner”) to accommodate the development of a residential and non-residential mixed use development
on an approximately 3.627 acre site located on the east side N. Davidson Street between .

Architectural Standards.

(such as hardi-plank), stucco, EIFS, decorative metal panels, decorative block and/or wood. Vinyl as a
building material may only be used on windows, soffits. and on handrails/railings

. The residential buildings constructed within Development Area A will have pedestrian entrances from the
building to each of the adjoining public streets.

. The proposed non-residential uses located on ground ﬂmjr% the building consiructed along N. Davidson
Street, within Development Area A, will urienta primary entrance to the sidewalk along N.
Davidson Street. The entrances to the sidewalk along N. Davidson Street will be open and operable
during the business hours of the associated use. This standard will also apply to Development Area B
when Development Area B undergoes redevelopment that is subject to the standards of the TOD-M zoning
district as described by the Optional Provisions above.

d. The building constructed along N. Davidson Street, within Development Area A. will provide a
Fenestration Area of at least 50% of the area of the building edge along N. Davidson Street. The
Fenestration Area is calculated as a percentage of the wall area zone from three (3) feet above finished
floor to eight (8) feet above finished [oor for the length of the building. This Fenestration Area standard
will also apply to Development Arca B when Development Area B undergoes redevelopment that is
subject to the standards of the TOD-M zoning district as described by the Optional Provisions above.

A fenestration is an opening in the exterior building wall with windows allowing light and views between the
interior and exterior and not screened from view. Glazing of windows shall be transparent under all lighting
conditions; however, spandrel or colored glass may be used in the area above the height of the door head.
The fenestration area shall extend from a height of no more than three (3) feet from the exterior average
grade at the base of the building to at least the height of the door head.
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. The first floor (street level) of the proposed parking deck structure located along Yadkin Avenue will be
treated with a combination of decorative grill work, active ground floor uses (as allowed by the Optional
provisions) and art work. The decorative grill work, active ground floor uses and art work will be
installed so that the parking deck Street Wall does not have any blank walls that exceed 20 feet in length.

f. Art work will be part of the Street Wall treatment of the proposed parking structure located along Yadkin
Avenue. The proposed Art work will be installed either: (i) as part of a partnership between the Petitioner
and the Art and Science Council; or (ii) by the Petitioner.
