Environmental Features

The Petitioner shall comply with the Charlotte City Council approved and adopted Post
Construction Stormwater Ordinance. The location, size, and type stormwater
management systems depicted on the rezoning plan are subject to review and approval
as part of the full development plan submittal and are not implicitly approved with this
rezoning. Adjustments may be necessary in order to accommodate the actual
stormwater treatment requirements and natural site discharge points

Prior to construction permitting, the Petitioner will have a Preliminary Wetlands
Assessment conducted on the property to identify possible locations of jurisdictional
wetlands and streams within the development area. Any proposed impacts will be
permitted as required through the appropriate agencies having jurisdiction. A

All utilities within the Site will be placed underground.

The site shall be served by the Charlotte Water department for potable water and
sanitary sewer utilities. No irrigation wells shall be permitted or constructed on the site
without permission of Mecklenburg County Land Use and Environmental Services
Agency in order to avoid conflicts with possible nearby groundwater contamination sites.

Parks, Greenways, and Open Space

The Petitioner agrees to grant an easement within the site to Mecklenburg County Parks
and Recreation, measured 100' from the top of bank along Coffey Creek, for the purpose
of future extension of the Coffey Creek Greenway from Douglas Drive to Shopton Road.
