1. General Provisions

a. The development of the Site will be governed by this Rezoning Plan and the standards/ applicable provisions of

the City of Charlotte Zoning Ordinance (the “Ordinance”). The regulations established for the zoning of the MUDD
zoning district, shall govern the development of this Site, subject to the optional provisions herein.

The development depicted on the Rezoning Plan is schematic and represents the general proposal for the project.
Accordingly, the configuration, placement, size and number of the stairs, sidewalks, trees, ramps, patio, parking
areas and/or site elements may be altered or modified within the limits prescribed by the zoning ordinance,
subject to the Optional Provisions provided below.

Alterations to the conditional plan are subject to section 6.207, Alterations to Approval.

Optional Provisions:

The following optional provisions shall apply to the Site:

The southern and eastern boundary lines of the Site shall not be required to meet the parking lot screening
requirements set forth in Sections 9.8506(2)(b) and 12.303 of the Ordinance.

Wall signs having up to 200 square feet of sign surface area per wall or 10% of the Wall area to which they are
attached, whichever is less (exclusive of any wall mounted signage) shall be allowed.

Additional 45 square feet of wall mounted signage on the ground floor for each use, in addition to any other
signage allowed, shall be allowed.

Permitted Uses

Allowed uses: Any use or combination of uses and accessory uses as permitted in MUDD, including without
limitation, Eating Drinking and Entertainment Establishments (Types 1 and 2) and Brewery uses..

No residential uses shall be permitted on the ground floor.

No accessory drive-through windows shall be permitted.

Transportation

Vehicular access shall be as generally depicted on the Rezoning Plan. The placement and configuration of each
access point are subject to any minor modifications.

Off-street vehicular parking shall be provided on the Site in accordance with the requirements of the Ordinance
as set forth in the Rezoning Plan and subject to the optional provisions.

On-street vehicular parking shall be provided as set forth on the Rezoning Plan.

Parking for all uses shall be provided at a minimum rate of one space per 500 square feet of gross floor area.

Streetscape and Landscaping

A sixteen (16) foot setback as measured from the back of the curb along the unnamed street on the western
border of the Site will be provided. The setback shall include an eight (8) foot planting strip, with hardscape
sections covering portions of the planting strip and connecting the curb to the sidewalk as depicted on the
Rezoning Plan, and a minimum of an eight (8) foot wide sidewalk which may extend to the building fagade.

A setback of twenty (20) feet measured from the back of curb (the existing curb is the future back of curb) shall be
provided and as generally set forth in the Rezoning Plan. The setback shall include an eight (8) foot planting strip,
with hardscape sections covering portions of the planting strip and connecting the curb to the sidewalk as
depicted on the Rezoning Plan, a two (2) foot utility easement and a minimum of a ten (10) foot wide sidewalk will
be which will extend to the building fagade.

Petitioner may install a suspended sidewalk as the hardscape between trees depicted on the Rezoning Plan.
Addition of street trees and interior trees as shown on the Rezoning Plan.

Petitioner may choose to add benches as depicted on the Site Plan, provided that they do not interfere with the
walkability of the sidewalks, upon CDOT approval.

Petitioner shall provide a sidewalk easement set at two feet behind back of sidewalk where feasible, prior to the
issuance of the first certificate of occupancy.

Architectural Standards

The Parking Deck Building Envelope shall meet Ordinance design standards for MUDD as modified by the
Optional Provisions.

. The Area marked as Building/Patio Envelope may be any combination of multi-story or single story patio and

building. Building placement and Site Design shall focus on and enhance the pedestrian environment on public or
private network streets, through the following:

i. Buildings shall be placed so as to present a front or side facade to all streets.

ii. Facades fronting streets shall include a combination of windows and operable doors for a minimum of 80% of
each frontage elevation transparent glass between 2" and 10' on the first floor. Up to 10% of this requirement
may be comprised of display windows. These display windows must maintain a minimum 3'-0" clear depth
between window and rear wall. Windows within this zone shall not be screened by film, decals, and other
opaque material, glazing finishes or window treatments. The maximum sill height for required transparency
shall not exceed 4'-0" above adjacent street sidewalk.

iii. The facades of first / ground floor of the buildings along streets shall incorporate a minimum of 20% masonry
materials such as brick or stone.

iv. Direct pedestrian connection should be provided between street facing doors, corner entrance features to
sidewalks on adjacent streets.

v. Operable door spacing shall not exceed 75 feet.

vi. Building elevations shall not have expanses of blank walls greater than 20 feet in all directions and
architectural features such as but not limited to banding, medallions or design features or materials will be
provided to avoid a sterile, unarticulated blank treatment of such walls.

vii. Building elevations shall be designed with vertical bays or articulated architectural features which shall include
combination of at least three of the following: a combination of exterior wall offsets (projections and
recesses), columns, pilasters, change in materials or colors, awnings, arcades, or other architectural elements.

viii. Buildings should be a minimum height of 22'.
ix. Overall height of building shall not exceed eighty-five (85) feet.
x. Parking Structure shall not exceed the height of the building.
