General Provisions.

o a. Development of the site will be controlled by the standards depicted on this sit¢ plan and by the standards of the Charlotte Zoning Ordinance. The

development depicted on this plan s intended to reflect the arrangement of proposed uses on the site, but the exact configuration, placement, and size of
individual site elements may be altered or modified within the limits preseribed by the ordinance during the design development and construction phases
as allowed under the provisions of Section 6.2 of the Zoning Ordinance.

. The Petitioner acknowledges that other standard development requirements imposed by other city ordinances, such as those that regulate streets,
sidewalks, trees, bicycle parking, and site development, may apply to the development of this site. These are not zoning regulations, are not administered
by the Zoning Administrator, and are not separate zoning conditions imposed by this site plan. Unless specifically noted in the conditions for this site
plan, these other standard development requirements will be applied to the development of this site as defined by those other city ordinances.
