* Understanding the development process is key.

¢ Select experienced partners for capital and development to help reduce risks.

¢ Challenges remain in policy, financial support, and neighborhood buy-in.

Nearly all attendees participated in table discussions, and 140+ people responded to the post
summit survey. Here’s what you said:
* We want more opportunities to gather and learn about faith-led housing initiatives soon.
e There’s a need for continued collaboration and networking to address housing challenges
effectively.
* We need more resources and training to understand the housing development process.
* We need technical assistance in areas such as financing, zoning, and permitting to advance
housing projects.
e We would like a common database or directory to connect faith communities with
resources, experts, and peers.
e We're grateful for the opportunity to share experiences and learn from others, which
helped build a sense of community and shared purpose.
* We're committed to housing solutions that serve diverse populations, including low-income
families, immigrants, and vulnerable youth.
¢ Early and frequent community engagement is key to gain support for housing projects.
e Experienced developers and financial partners are necessary to successfully navigate the
complexities of housing projects.
* The diverse examples of faith-led housing initiatives shared during the event provided
valuable insights and inspiration.
