Growth Framework

Activity Centers are generally 
appropriate for new growth, 
along with the type and 
intensity of development 
corresponding to the Center 
typetype.

Growth Corridors are priority 
locations for new growth, locations for new growth, 
especially in identified 
Transit Station Areas.

Wedges are predominantly 
low density residential with 
limited higher density 
housing and neighborhood housing and neighborhood 
serving commercial uses.
