— Potential development is calculated based on typical
development patterns in the area, which was estimated
at an FAR (Floor Area Ratio = total bldg. sf / parcel
size):

e Retail and Office FAR estimated at 0.25
e Industrial FAR estimated at 0.15

Expansion of Whitehall / Ayrsley Mixed Use Activity Center
to the north.

Creek Road, south of Rivergate (adjacent to Coventry
Neighborhood) for a neighborhood park. Leave as
residential up to 4 dua.
