We have the following comments that are critical to CMS’ support of this petition:

Adequacy of existing school capacity in this area is a significant problem. We are particularly concerned about rezoning
cases where school utilization exceeds 100% since the proposed development will exacerbate this situation. Approval of
this petition will increase overcrowding and/or reliance upon mobile classrooms at the schools listed below.

The total estimated capital cost of providing the additional school capacity for this new development is $639,000,

calculated as follows:
