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A. PERMITTED USES

The Site may be devoted to uses which are permitted under the Ordinance by right or under
prescribed conditions in the CC Zoning District. Accessory uses as permitted under the

Ordinance shall be permitted on the Site.
B. MAXIMUM BUILDING AREAS AND DEVELOPMENT LIMITATIONS

The Site may be developed with up to 70,000 square feet of gross floor area subject to the
following limitations and provisions:

No more than 30,000 square fest may be devoted to retail floor area.

No drive— through facllities shall be permitted on the Site.

No convenience stores and/or gasoline sales facilities shall be permitted on the site.
C. SCREENING AND LANDSCAPED AREAS
