- 1. Development of the site will be controlled by the standards depicted on
this site plan and by the standards of the Charlotte Zoning Ordinance.
The development dépicted on this plan is intended to reflect the
arrangement of proposed uses on the site, but the exact configuration,
_placement, and size of individual site elements may be altered or
nodified within the limit ibed by the ordinance during the
envelope line as shown on the plan per Section 6.2 of the Zoning

2. The use of the gite will be for multifamily condominjum units and .
single-family detached homes along with related accessory uses under
the UR-2 and R-$ district standards and the conditions of this site plan.
The buildings on the site will be limited to 60’ in height.

3. Signage will be permitted in accordance with applicable Zoning
standards. ‘
4, Parking will be provided which will meet or exceed the standards of

beginning with the issuance of the first certificate of occupancy for the
first dwelling on the multifamily portion of the site, and will be
available for one year after the last certificate of occupancy is issued
for development on the site. Said funds will be paid to the City of
Charlotte for those streets that meet the City's standards for the
installation of such devices during the time that the fands are available.

6. The Petitioner will dedicate and convey 50 feet from the centerline of
Providence Road for future right-of-way if the existing right-of way is

7. An cight foot planting strip with street trees and six foot sidewalk will
be installed along the site's frontage on Providence Road and Westbury
Road. However, the Petitioner reserves the right, after consultation
with the Urban Forestry staff, to meander the sidewalk and planting
strip to avoid and protect existing trees. Sidewalks will be installed on
both sides of Bermuda Rd. and, if they can not be locsted within the
existing right-of-way, the sidewalks will be located within sidewalk
Rd. right-of-way as generally depicted on the site plan. This pathway
will be 10 in width and constructed of asphalt, concrete, or other
durable all weather material and will extend to the northerly end of the
right-of-way. The pathway will be constructed with designs and/or
other features so as to prevent its use for automobiles.

8. All outdoor lighting shall be full cut-off type lighting fixtures with the
exception of lower, decorative lighting that may be installed along the
driveway, sidewalks, and parking areas. Site lighting, if provided, will

be limited to 20 feet in height and will be shiclded or capped. No "wall

pak" lighting will be instalied but architectural lighting on building
facades will be permitted. The Petitioner will install pedestrian lights
within the site and that lighting may include lighting mounted on the

9. The Petitioner will comply with adopted storm water detention and.

water quality (post construction) standards. The petitioner shall tie-in

to the existing storm water system(s). The petitioner shall have the
receiving drainage system(s), defined as the culvert that passes through
the site under Providence Rd., analyzed to ensure that it will not be
taken out of standard due to the development. If it is found that

The Petitioner may make revisions to the design details, materials, and
architectural style of the building so long as the general mass, scale,
configuration, and architectural style and character of the building is.
maintained. Building fagade materials will be 1st quality brick, stucco,

poured in place concrete, stone or a combination thereof. The parking

12.The Petitioner acknowledges that other standard dovelopment
requirements imposed by other city ordinances, such as those that
regulate streets, sidewalks, troes, and site development, may apply to
the development of this site. These are not zoning regulations, are not
administered by the Zoning Administrator, and are not separate zoning
- conditions imposed by this site plan.
