Cepetal Provisions

These Development Standards form g part of the Rezoning Plan (the
“Rezoning Plan™1 associated with the Rezoning Petitson filed by Quail Corners
Associates, LLC (the “Petiioner™) to accommodate the repovation and
gxpansion  of the Quail Comers Shopping  Center situsted on that
appreximutely 14.4 acre site locuted at the southwest comer of the mtersection
of Park Road and Sharon Road West {the "Sile™}.

Linder the Petitioner’s renovation and expansion plan and subject fo the lenms
hereof, extenior portions of existing Building A may be renovated through the
introduction of new exterior building materials as more particularly desenibed
below, and s new building may be copstrucred within cach of Building
Envelope 3 and Building imeiﬁpe 4 The existing huilding located wathin
Ruilding FBoavelope 7 may remuin in s existing umi:tmn oF it may be
r\m}mmi or replaced at the option of the Petitioner. 1 the existing huaidm;,
Jocated within Butlding Envelope 2 15 replaced or the exterior portions of the
building sre renpvated, the renovated building or the new building must
comply with the refevant architecturad standards set out herem.

As more particularly depicied on the Rezomng Plan and us described herein,
up to twe separate huildings may ultmately be locared within Building
Envelope | at the option of the Petitoner.  However, mt the optien of the
Petitioner, Building Envelope 1 may comtain only one building,

As depicted on the Rezoning Plan, Building A may be divided o two
separste buildings to provade a vehicular drive or g vehicular drive and an
accessory drive through window for g pharmacy use located in the adjacent
tenant spuce. This drive through window may onlv serve a pharinacy use.

Unless more stringent standards are ostablished by the Rezoning Plan or these
Development Standards, alt development standards established under the City
of Charlotie Zonmg Ordinance (the ~Ordinance™} for the CC zoning distict

classtfication shall be followed in connechion with development faking place

om the Stte,

Fature amendments {0 the Technieal Data Sheet and these Development
Standards may be apphed for by the then Owner or Owners of the Site in
accordance with the provisions of Chapter 6 of the Ordinance.

The total maximum gross building arca that may be located on the Site is 123,547
square feet. Arcas desoted 10 smi’me parking, outdoor dining, vourtyards and pl.ws.
shall not be considered a part of or counted towards the maximum total gross building

The Site shall be devoted 1o a noighborhood shopping cener, and subject o thy
use limitations set out in Paragmpm 3,4, 5.6, 7, 8 and 9 betow, the Site
may be devoted to any use (including any accessory use} which is permitted
under the Ordinagee by right or under prescribed conditions in the CC zoning
dastriet.

No more than 4 uses located on the Site shalf be permitied to have accessory
drive through windows

If drive through windows are utifized as a permitted accessory use on the Site,
than the oulside speakers for each drive through window shall comply with sl
applicable noise ordinances.

Outdoor dining will be permitted on the Site, provided, however, that outside
speakers for musiv or voice communication must comply with all applicable
noise ordinances.

Vehicular access shatl be as generally depicted on the Rezoning Plan. The
placement and configuration of each access pomt are subject to any munor
modifications required to accommodate final se and architectural construchion
plans and designs and 10 any adjustments required for approval by CDOT
andfor NCDOT,

The right-in, nght-out only driveway from Sharon Read West into the Site may
be installed at the option of the Pettioner.  This right-in, right-out only
driveway must be located & mimmum of 500 feet from the intersection of
Sharon Road West and Park Road.

OFF street parking will meet the ninimum standards established under the
Crdinance

Standard stop signs will be maimamed by the Petitioner at the Hamlin Park
Drive and Brandon Forest drivews avs.

Adeguate site distance tnangles will be maintained @t all driveways.

Internat sidewalks and pedestrian connections shall be provided on the Site as
generally depicted on the Rezomng Plan. Notwithstanding the Toregoing. the

pedestnan conncction from Sharon Road West into the Sete depicted on the

E'{cmaiug Plan shall be mstatled by the Petitioner only if Building A s devided
o swo separate buildings to accommodate a vehicular drive or a vehicular
doive and an accessory drive through windew and the stallation of such
pedestoian connection is commercially practicable i view of the existing
uiihity Hines and the topography.

The Petitioner shall install a minimun 6 foot wide pedesirian refuge area in the
gxisting median in Park Road located at the intersection of Hamlin Park Drive
and Park Road provided that the Petitioner can obtain all approvals and permits
required to construct and mistall the pedestnian refuge area,

in the event that a restaurant with accessory dnive through windows 1s
coustructed on the Site, then prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy
for the restaurant with sccessory drive through windows, the Petitioner will
submit the sum of $75.000 o CDOT for potential waffic sighalization w or in
proximity 1o the intersection of Famlin' Park Drive and Park Road.  This
$75.000 payment widl be beld by COOT for the 2 year period comimencing on
the dote of the issuance of the cenifigate of occupancy for the restauram with
accessory drive through windows.  If CDOT determines during this 2 vear
period that traffic signal warrants are met on Park Road between Hamlin Park
Drive and Sharon Road West and that wraffic signalization is necessary, then
the $73,000 puvment shall be applied to the cost of installing the above
described wattic signalization, I CDOT determines during this 2 year perind
that truffic signal warrants are not met on Park Road between Hamtin Park
Drive and Sharon Road West and/or that traffic signalization is not nevessary,
then CDOT shall return the $75 000 pavment to the Pentioner.

tn the event that & restaurant with accessory drive through windows is
constructed on the Site, then prior to the issuance of a certificate of accupancy
for the restaurant with accessory drive theough windows, the Petitioner shall, at
ity sole cost and expense, extend the approximately 6 fool tall fence located
along Quail Hollow Middle School's frontage on Park Road from the current
terminus of this fence Hocated approximately at the ntersection of Park Roud
and Hamlin Park Drive) 0 the commen property line of the Quail Hollow
Middle School property (Tax Parcet No. 209-201-043 and that parcel of land
designated as Tax Parcet No, 20020003, The extended portion of the lence
will be the same height as the existing portion of the fence,
obligation to extend this fence shall be conditioned on the Petitioner recetving
permission and all reguired approvals from the Charlotie-Mecklenbury School
System and any spplicable g}wmmenm agencies. The Petiioner shall pursue
in good faith the required pernnission and approvals.

The maximum height of any halding located on the Site within Building
Envelope | shall be 40 feet, and no building within Building Envelope 1 shall
contain more thap | story. The maximum height of any building lecated on the
Site within Building Envelope 2, Building Envelope 3 or Building Envelope 4
shalt be 28 feet, and no building located within Building Envelope 2. Building
Envelope 3 or Building Envelope 4 shall comtain more than 1 story
Notwithstanding the foregoing, architectural features such as fowers on
huildings located within Building Envelope 2, Building Envelope 3 or Building
Envelope 4 shall bave a maximum height of 40 feel.

Envelope 4 (the “Second Building™), the Peutioner shall commence the
construction and nstatlation of the improvements set out below, and such

improvements must be completed prior to the issuance of a cerificate of

occupancy for the Second Building

The concrete warting pad
shall be constructed to CATS Development Standards 6001A. The
Petitiomer’s obligation 1o construct a concrete waiting pad as described above
shall be subject 1o the Petitioner's ability to obtam all approvals and permus
required to construct the concrete walting pad.

Mo fater than the date on which a bulding permt 15 tssued for the construction
of a restaurant with accessory dnive through windows (the “Restaurant
Building™) within either Bulding Envelope 3 or Budding Envelope 4, and
whether or not the Restauramt Building 15 the first or the second of the new
buildings praposed to be constructed within Building Envelope 3 and Building
Euvelope 4, the Petivoner will commuence the construction and installation of
the improvements set out below, and such improvements must be completed
prior to the 1ssuance of a certificate of oocupancy for the Restaurant Building.

The exterior rerovations to existing Building A through the introduction of
new exterior building materials in accordance with the following standards.

Attached hereto on Sheet 004 of the Rezoning Plan are schematic architectural
perspectives of the storefront elevations ol renovated existing Building A that
are intended to depict the general architectural style, character and elements of
the storefront elevations of existing Building A after Building A s renovated.
Accordingly, the storefronmt elevations of exishimg Building A after the
renovation of existing Building A shall be substantially similar in appearance
to the relevant schematic architectural perspectives set out on Sheet 004 of the
Rezoning Plan in terms of their architectural styvle, character and elements.
Changes and alterations which do not materialty change the overall conceprual
architectural  style  and  character are  permitted  based  upon  final
designiconstruction drawings,

The primary exterior building materials for the storefront elevations (excluding

-windows and doors) shall be a combination of brick, EIFS or stucco and

cementious board.  All other building elevations shall be painted a color or
calors that 15 or are compatible with the extenor building matenals for the
storefront elevations of renovated existing Building A

The relocated entrance deive into the Site from Park Road

The internal sidewalks located on either side of the relocated entrance dnive
o the Site from Park Road.

The 6 foot sidewalk and & foot planting strip located along the Sike's frontage
on Park Road.

The removal of a portion of the existing berm located along the Sie’s frontage
on Park Road as more particularly depicted on the Rezonming Plan.

The installation of the £ foot wide asphalt greenway trail alony the Site’s
frontage on Sharon Road West that is more particulardy described below,

‘Fhe resurfucing or flood coating of the parking arews and the restriping of the
parking areas.

The installaion of the new Iree islands and trees in the parking areas that are
required to bring the Site into compliance with the City of Charlotte Tree
Ordinance.

The instaliation of new light lixtures i the parking arens andipr the
refurbishing of the existing light fixtures in the parking areas

The installation of the additional outdoor plaza area that 15 more particularly

depicted on Sheet (01 of the Rezoning Plan The additional outdoor plaza area

shall have a simmum stze of 6,000 square feet of floor area. The existing
outdeor plaza area and the addibonal outdoor plaza area when combined will
create an outdoor plaza area with a minimum size of 9,000 sguare feet of floor

area This combined outdoor plaza arca will contain, at a mimmum, horizomal

hardscape, landscaping, planters, a railing and outdoor seating.  Set out on
Sheet 0035 of the Rezoning Plan for ilusirative purposes 15 an architectural
perspective of the combined outdoor plaza area that is intended to depict the
scale, gualy and character of the combined owdoor pluzg area, Changes and
alterations which do not materially change the overall scale, quality and
character are permitied based upon final design-construction drawangs.

The construction of a concrete waiting pad adjacent (o the Site on Branden
Forest Drive m the location of the existing bus stop. The conerete wanting pad
shall be constructed 10 CATS Development Standards 60.01A The
Petitioner's obligation to construct a concrete waiting pad as described above
shall be subject to the Petitioner’s ability to obtain all approvals and permits
required 1o construct the concret: waiting pad

Notwithstanding anything contained herein (o the contrary, Building A may be
divided into two separate buildings as depicted on the Rezoning Plan to
provide a vehicular dnive or a vehicular dnve and an accessory dnive through
window for a pharmacy use only tocated in the adjacent tenant space.

If Building A is divided into two separate buldings as described above, then
the pedestrian improvements {including the rsed crosswalk)y and the drve
through window structure (f mstalled) shall be substantially similar
appearance fo the perspective set out on Sheet {03 of the Rezonng Plan. 1 the
exterior portions of Building A have been renovated as provided above under
Architectural and Renovation Commutments. then the treatment of the building
edges shall be substantially simdar i appearance 10 the perspective set out on
Sheet 005 of the Rezoming Plan. As depicted on the perspective, the buslding
edges shall be treated in a siomlar fashion as the storefromt elevations of
renovated Building A for a minumum length of 20 feet as measured from the
relevant storefront elevation, and the balance of the building edges shall be
painted a color or colors that is or are compatible with the exterior building
materials for the storefronl elevations of renovated Buwilding A

If the exterior portions of Buwlding A bave not been renovated, then the
building edges shall be treated in a similar fashion as the storefront elevations
of existing Building A and shall have wood or cedar siding panted 10 match
the color of the storefront elevations of existing Bwldimg A for a minimum
fength of 20 feet as measured from the relevant storefront elevation, and the
balance of the building edges shall be paunted a color or colors thal is or are
compatible with the exterior building materiats for the storefront elevations of
existing Bulding A. 11 the exterior portions of Budding A are renovated as
provided above under Architectural and Renovation Commitments after the
instillatton of the vehicular drive or the vehicular drive and an accessory dove
through window, then the building edges shall be renovated such that they are
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substantiatly symilar in appearance to the perspective sot oul on Sheet 005 of

the Rezoning Plan.

The location of the optional vehicular drive or velncular dnve and accessory
drive through window as depicted on the Rezomng Plan is illustrative and the
actual location may be relocated 1o another portion of Bulding A dunng the
design development and construction phases.

The existing building located within Bulding Envelope 2 may remain in #s
existing condhition or it may be renovated or replaced at the option of the
Petiioner. I the existing building located within Building Envelope 2 is
repluced with a new building or the extenor portions of the building are
renovated, than the renovated building or the new building must comply with
the archstectural standardy set out 1n subparagraphs (b) and (¢) below. Parking
and eirculation may be locuted within Building Cavelope 2

The primary exterior building materials for the building shall be a combinaton
of bnek, EIFS or stucco and cementious board.  The building shall feature
four-sided architecture and windows that face public streets,

The building shall be compauble to the storefront elevations of renovated
extsting Building A as depicted on Sheet 004 of the Rezoning Plan in
appearance and quahty through the use of similar building matenals, colors,
drchitectural Teatures and styles

A use located in the bulding within Building Envelope 2 may utilize accessary
drive through windows only it such use is a bask or financial institution,

If the existing building located within Building Envelope 2 18 replaced with a
rew butlding that does not have accessory drive through windows, the new
buslding may be built up 0 the Branden Forest Drive and Sharon Road West
sethacks.

1T the existing building located wabin Building Envelope 2 is replaced with 2
new building, then the architecture, pedestrian connectivity and parking areas
relating to Building Envelope 2 must be reviewed and approved by the
Charlotte-Mecklenburg  Planning  Department  prior 1o the issuance of 2
building permit for the mew building to be constructed within Building
Envetope 2 to ensure complisnce with the spirit and mtent of the architeciral
and design standards for Building Envelope 2.

Building Fnyelope 3

Any building constructed within Building Envelope 3 shall be located within
such building envelope.  Parking and circalation may also be located within
Building Envelope 3.

In the event that the building 1o be construcied within Building Envelope 3
contains @ bank or financial institution with accessory drive through windows
or a restaurant with accessory drive through windows, than the "bui‘iﬂa‘ng, 'md
the parking and circulation ageas will be sited within Building Envelope 3
generally depicted on Sheet 003 of the Rezoning Plan

In the event that the building 1o be constructed within Blding Envelope 3 has

accessory drive through windows, than the drive through windows shall not be
focated on a side of the building that dircctly fronts Park Road or Hamlin Park
Drive,

In the event that the building t be constructed within Building Envelope 3
does not have accessory drive through windows, than the building may be built
up 10 the Park Road and Hamiin Park Drive setbacks.

The primary exterior building muterials for the butlding 1o be construcied
within Builkding Envelope 3 shall be a combination of brick, EIFS or stucce
and cementious board.
Envelope 3 shall feature four-sided archuecture and windows that face public
streets

The building to be constructed within Building Fnvelope 3 shall be compatible
to the storefront elevations of renovated existing Buildimg A as depicted on

Sheet 004 of the Rezoming Plan in appearance and guality through the use of

similar building materials, colors, architectural features and styles.

Pedestnan connections from Building Envelope 3 to the remainder of the Site
as well as to the sudewalks glong Park Road and Hambin Park Dove shall be
provided

The archntecture, pedestrian connectivity and parking areas relating to Building
Envetope 3 must be reviewed and approved by the Lharixmc»kaienburs.
Planmiag Department prior 1o the issaance of a bulding permit for the ismidms_?
1o be constructed wathin Building Envelope 3 o ensure compliance with the
spirit and sntent of the architectural and design standards  for Building
Envelope 3.

Any building construcied within Buikding Envelope 4 shall be located within
such butlding envelope  Parking and circulanon may also be located within
Building Envelope 4.

In the event that the buillding 10 be constracted within Building Envelope 4
contains a bank or financial institution with accessory drive through windows
or a restaurant with accessory drive through windows, than the building and
the parking and circulatton arcas will be sited within Building Envelope 4 as
generally depicted on Sheet 005 of the Rezoning Plan.

In the event that the bulding to be constructed within Bailding Envelope 4 has
accessory drive through windows, than the drive through windows shall not be
located on the side of the building that directly fronts Park Road.

In the event that the building 10 be constructed within Building Envelope 4
does not have accessory drive through windows, than the building may be built
up to the Park Road setback.

The primary extenor building muaterigls for the building to be vonstructed
within Building Envelope 4 shall be a combination of brick, EIFS or stucco
and cementious board  The building e be constructed within Buillding
Envelope 4 shall feature four-sided architecture and windows that face public
streets,

The bmiding to be constructed within Buslding Envelope 4 shall be compatible

to the storefront elevations of renovated exisung Building A as depicied on
Sheet 004 of the Rezoning Plan in appearance and guality through the use of
stmfar building materials, colors, architectural features and styles.

The building to be constructed within Building

(g} Pedestrian connections from Building Envelope 4 to the remasnder of the Site
as well as t the sidewalk atong Park Road shall be provided.

{hy The architecture, pedestnan connectivity and parking arcas refating to Building
Envelope 4 must be reviewed and approved by the Charlotie-Mecklenburg
Planning Department prior W the issuance of @ building permit for the building
t be constructed within Building Envelope 4 to ensure compliance with the
spirit and antent of the architectural and design standards for  Building
Envelope 4

6. Any dumpster visaible from a public street or from an adjoimng parcel of fand
at grade will be sereened from view by a solid enclosure with gates. I one or
more sides of a dumpster arca adjoin a rear wall of a bwlding, the rear wall
may be substituted for the masonry wall glong each such side.

The Petitioner shall install a manimum 8 foot wide asphalt greenway traud along
the Site's frontage on Sharon Road West as generally depicted on the Rezoning
Plan. This minamum 8 {oet wide asphalt greenway trad may be located along
and on top of the berm located along the S#te’s frontage on Sharon Road West,
and it may meander o save existing trees and vegetation. The Petitioncr shall
grant an easement o the City of Charlotte or to Mecklenburg Coutmty for the
use and mantenance of this minmm 8 foot wide asphalt greenway trail. The
minimam 8 foor wide asphalt greenway il shadl be mstalled and completed
by the Petitioner as provided asbove under Aschitectural and Renovation
Commitments.

4, All fandscaping will meet o1 exceed the requirements of the Ordinance,

Portions of the exising berm located slong the Site’s frontage on Park Road
may be removed in those areas designated on the Rezommg Plan. Additonatly,
portions of the existing berm located along the Site™s frammage on Sharon Road
West may be vemoved 1o accommodate the instalation of the i ighit-i, right-out
driveway from Sharon Road West into the Site. Only those poruons of the
berm reasonably required o accommodate the installation of this driveway
ay be semoved.

6. The existing beons located along the Site’s Frontages on Hawmlin Park Drive
and Branden Forest Drive shall remam in place.

Lighting
1 The maximum height of any new freestanding Hghting fixure {inclding its

based mstalted wathin the parking sreas located on the Ssie shali be 30 feet. All
such free standing lighting fixtures shall be fully capped and shielded and the
iHummation downwardly dirscied so that direct illumination docs not extend
past any property line of the Site. Consideration will be given 1o the impact of
hghting both within and without the perimeter of the Site.  Hems for
consideration will include inteasity, cut-ofF angles, color, energy efficiency and
shictding of sources of Hight, the intent being to eliminate glare towards public
streets and adsacent propertivs,

Any lighting attached 10 the new buildings 1o be construcied on the Site and
any new lighting fixtures attached to the existing buikdings located on the Site
shall be decorative, capped and downwardly dxmw& New “wall- pak” type
lighting fixtures may not be instatled on the Site.

3 The stlumination from exterior hght fixtures on the Site shall not exceed 115
foot candles measured horizontatly at grade along the Site’s property hine on
Hamlin Park Drive,

i As depicted on the Rezoning Plan, all buildings located on the Site shall satisfy
or exceed the setback, side yurd and rear yard requirements established under
the Crdinance for the CC zoning district.

The setback established on the Rezoning Plan is 40 feet, and the sethack may
not be reduced below 40 feet

I 1ns Rezoning Peution is approved, all conditions applicable to development of the
Site mposed under the Rezoning Plan and these Development Standirds will, unfess
amended 1 the manner provided under the Ordinance. be binding upon and mure to the
benelit of the Petationer and the current and subsequent owners of the Site and their
respective successors in interest and assigns. ‘
