Section 9.1208. Development Standards.
The following requirements apply to all buildings or uses in TOD unless specified otherwise in Section 9.1204:

Minimum setback

(a) The minimum building setbacks along particular streets shall be determined by the approved transit station area plan for each station. Because station area characteristics vary, setbacks
within and between stations may vary. When a station area plan docs not specify a setback the minimum setback for all uses shall be sixteen (16) feet.

(b) The minimum setback shall be measured from the back of all existing or
future curbs whichever is greater. If the existing right-of-way is greater than the minimum setback from the back of existing or future curbs, the right-of-way line shall become the minimum
setback. If the existing curb line varies, the setback shall be measured from the widest sections. Curb lines are to be determined jointly by the Charlotte Department of Transportation (CDOT)
Director, or his designee, and the Planning Director or his designee.
