THESE DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS FORM A PART OF THE REZONING PLAN ASSOCIATED WITH THE REZONING PETITION FILED BY HOPPER
COMMUNITIES TO ACCOMMODATE THE DEVELOPMENT OF A RESIDENTIAL COMMUNITY ON THAT APPROXIMATELY 2.683 ACRE SITE LOCATED AT
THE NORTHEASTERN CORNER OF THE INTERSECTION OF WEST 4TH STREET AND GRANDIN ROAD, WHICH SITE IS MORE PARTICULARLY
DEPICTED ON THE REZONING PLAN (THE “SITE™).

DEVELOPMENT OF THE SITE WILL BE GOVERNED BY THE REZONING PLAN, THESE DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS AND THE APPLICABLE PROVISIONS
OF THE CITY OF CHARLOTTE ZONING ORDINANCE (THE “ORDINANCE”).

UNLESS THE REZONING PLAN OR THESE DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS ESTABLISH MORE STRINGENT STANDARDS, THE REGULATIONS ESTABLISHED
UNDER THE ORDINANCE FOR THE UR— 2 ZONING DISTRICT SHALL GOVERN ALL DEVELOPMENT TAKING PLACE ON THE SITE.

THE DEVELOPMENT DEPICTED ON THE REZONING PLAN IS SCHEMATIC IN NATURE AND INTENDED TO DEPICT THE GENERAL ARRANGEMENT OF
