A 35’ LANDSCAPE BUFFER CURRENTLY EXISTS ALONG NATIONS FORD ROAD TO BUFFER PARKING FROM THIS PUBLIC STREET.

6. STREETSCAPE AND LANDSCAPING

ALONG TYVOLA ROAD, THE EXISTING SIDEWALK AT THE BACK OF CURB SHALL BE REPLACED WITH AN 8’ PLANTING STRIP AND
A 6’ SIDEWALK.

B. ALONG NATIONS FORD ROAD THE EXISTING SIDEWALK SHALL REMAIN, WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE CORNER OF NATIONS FORD

/ AND TYVOLA ROAD. IN THIS AREA, THE EXISTING SIDEWALK SHALL BE REMOVED AND REPLACED WITH A 6’ SIDEWALK AND &
/ / A PLANTING STRIP. A NEW ACCESSIBLE RAMP SHALL BE INSTALLED IN THIS INTERSECTION, WHICH SHALL CONNECT TO THE

E. AT THE INTERSECTION OF TYVOLA GLEN CIRCLE AND THE PRIVATE DRIVE CONNECTION TO TYVOLA ROAD, THE EXISTING CURB
CUT SHALL BE REMOVED AND THE INTERSECTION ALONG THE PROJECT EDGE SHALL BE RE—BUILT WITH A NEW CONTINUOUS
RADIUS OF CURB AND GUTTER, WHICH SHALL MEET CDOT STANDARDS.

8. ENVIRONMENTAL FEATURES
A. THE PETITIONER WILL COMPLY THE CHARLOTTE CITY COUNCIL APPROVED POST CONSTRUCTION CONTROLS ORDINANCE.

B. THE SUBJECT PROPERTY IS WITHIN A DESIGNATED CENTER, AND AS SUCH, HAS THE RIGHT TO USE THE BUY OUT INCENTIVE

A. THE PETITIONER WILL COMPLY WITH THE SIGN ORDINANCE.

12. LIGHTING

A. ALL FREESTANDING LIGHTING FIXTURES INSTALLED ON THE SITE (EXCLUDING STREET LIGHTS, LOWER DECORATIVE LIGHTING THAT
MAY BE INSTALLED ALONG THE DRIVEWAYS AND SIDEWALKS, AND LANDSCAPING LIGHTING) SHALL BE FULLY CAPPED AND

SHIELDED AND THE ILLUMINATION DOWNWARDLY DIRECTED SO THAT DIRECT ILLUMINATION DOES NOT EXTEND PAST ANY
PROPERTY LINE OF THE SITE.

B. THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF ANY PEDESTRIAN SCALE, FREESTANDING LIGHTING FIXTURE INSTALLED ON THE SITE, INCLUDING ITS
BASE, SHALL NOT EXCEED 20 FEET.
